Student Election Judge Program

Colorado State law now allows qualified high school Juniors and Seniors who are at least 16 years old to serve as Election Judges.

Election Judges are the people who work at Polling Places on Election Day, checking-in voters, confirming voters’ registration status, and activating voting 

machines.


Qualified students who are recommended by their school’s principal can fill out an application, and will be considered as possible Student Election Judges.

QUALIFICATIONS

Who can be a Student Election Judge?

To be an Election Judge, a student must be a Junior or Senior in high school and at least 16 years old.

Judges must be students in good standing who are recommended by their school’s principal.

Student Judges must be U.S. citizens who are able to work a 

14-hour day.

Students must have written permission from their parent or legal guardian and from their principal.

They must also attend a two-hour class for Student Election Judges, which will teach them how to do the job under the supervision of experienced Election Judges.

A Student Judge cannot have a conviction for fraud or election offenses, and cannot be related to any candidate on the ballot.

Student Election Judges work  LONG HOURS on Election Day (6:00 a.m. –  8:00 p.m.) and are paid (Insert Dollar Amount) for the day.

Judges also receive $5.00 for attending a mandatory 

instruction class.
