You must attend one training session of approximately 4 hours in length the last week of October (a couple of dates and times available).  Then you will work the full day of elections (beginning at approximately 6:30 a.m. and ending at 9:30 p.m.).  You may be required to remain at the polling location the entire day on Election Day.
